We export them once they are collected 
at our Leith head office.

Further shop openings are planned in   
the coming months.

So how does it work?
Simply bring in your unwanted clothes 

and we will weigh them. You will then 
receive 50p for every kilo. It couldn’t be 
simpler. All kinds of clothing are accepted. 
A spokesman for CASH4CLOTHES 
said: “It is a brilliant way of recycling 
clothes, getting money for items you no 
longer need and ensuring that unwanted 
garments find a new use in other 
countries. While we are a commercial 
business, we also do our bit for charity, 
too. We are supporting Cash4 Kids and 
helping to support a young football team.
